KCYF Cabinet

The purpose of KCYF is:

· To be the youth ministry of the Christian Church in the region of Kansas

· To provide opportunities for high school youth of Kansas to experience the transforming power of Christ in a community of Christian youth, beyond local congregations

· To provide opportunities for leadership developing among high school youth
     The KCYF ministry works to augment the CYF ministries of individual congregations.  The various programs all serve to meet these purposes.  

    The KCYF program is accountable to the Regional Board of the Christian Church in Kansas.
I.  Basic Criteria for Membership on the KCYF Cabinet:

1) Membership in a Kansas Christian Church (Disciples of Christ) congregation.

2) Active participant in the local CYF, Sunday School or other church youth activity.

3) Completion of the freshman year in high school; application for election can be made during the youth’s freshman year.

4) Attendance at a minimum of one Regional CYF event in the previous year.  These events may include:

a) CYF Conference (camp) Alpha or Omega
b) KCYF Mission Week

c) Regional Assembly youth event (even numbered years)

d) Kansas Disciples’ Youth Convention (odd numbered years)

e) Other events sponsored by the KCYF (e.g., Spring Retreat)

II.  KCYF Cabinet will be comprised of the following:

· Moderator (serves previous year as Moderator-Elect)

· Moderator-Elect (serves second year as Moderator)

· At-Large Representatives (at least five [5] elected each year)

· District Representatives (each district may send either their President, or a suitable 

individual to serve on their behalf)

· KCYF Sponsors – up to four (4) adults, (minimum of 25 years old) will work with the 

Cabinet, serving terms of two years, with option for second term; these individuals will as much as possible, broadly represent the region’s geography

· Regional Staff (assigned to Youth Ministries portfolio) will serve as Advisor, in an 

Ex-Officio capacity

III. KCYF Cabinet shall accomplish the following:
A) Participate in a leadership-training and planning session, scheduled early in the fall each year 

B) Plan, lead and evaluate Spring Retreat

C) Assist in leadership at KCYF Mission Week

D) Support the CYF Conference leadership as appropriate

E) Assist in implementation of Youth Convention and Regional Assembly Youth Event

F) Participate in District Rallies and other district youth activities

The school year (September through August) will be the KCYF “program year”.
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
